ELECTRICAL: You will need to bring your own lights and 12 gage, 3 wire, Heavy-Duty Extension 
cords. 
 
FIRE REGULATIONS: Gas caps must be taped or locked. The hot battery cable must be 
disconnected and the terminal must be taped. No engine firing during the show and/or inside any of 
the pavilion buildings at any time!!! Display equipment such as stanchions & ropes are the 
responsibility of each exhibitor and/or vendor. 
 
SET-UP DAY: Will be Thursday, February 23rd from 8am to 10pm & Friday, February 24th, 2012 from 
8:00am until 11am. All exhibitors and/or vendors have to be out of the building by the close of Set-Up 
hours on Thursday night by 10:00 pm! 
 
SHOW DAY ENTRANCE: For exhibitors & venders, you will need to enter the South Gate 5 of 
Pavilion 2 off of Hydraulic Street. 
There will be a gate guard to let you on the grounds. You will need to have your arm band on to get 
in. If your arm band gets lost? Then you will need to go to the front of Pavilion I and see an event 
show staff person who will have to radio the registration desk to verify your entry form. You will need 
to be provided proof of identity before being let in the show. 
 
JUDGING: Professional Judging will be used for the General classes being offered. 
Special judges will be provided for all Specialty Classes. 
 
AWARDS PRESENTATION: The awards presentation will begin at 4:00 pm Sunday, February 26th. 
 
SOUND SYSTEM: Show staff management reserves the right to determine if a sound system may be 
used and, if so, the level of sound. 
 
MOVE OUT TIMES: Exhibition and/or vender displays can begin tear down after the awards 
presentation and have until 11:00 pm Sunday night, February 26th, 2012 to move out. (This includes 
that no vehicle can be removed from its assigned exhibit space until the awards presentation is over 
without permission from the show staff management.) 
 
FOOD & BEVERAGE: No food or beverage is allowed to be brought in. The Kansas Pavilions has 
concessions that will provide all food & beverage. Alcohol will be sold & handled by the Kansas 
Pavilions. 
 
RV PARKING: Camping is provided by the Kansas Pavilions. Amenities include electrical hookups, 
water, sewer, restroom & showers. Please contact the Kansas Pavilions for pricing. (316) 660-1009.
